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1. Background and Problems Statement

Extreme weather events have become more frequent and intense exacerbating the vulnerability of
pastoral, agro-pastoral, and coastal communities across the country

Environmental conservation and waste management in Somalia face significant challenges, as
outlined in the "Somalia Environmental Outlook" report. Currently, Somalia faces several key issues in
waste management and environmental conservation. Somalia experiences deforestation, habitat
degradation, and loss of biodiversity due to unsustainable land use practices and resource
exploitation. Encroachment on protected areas and overgrazing contribute to habitat loss. Inadequate
policy frameworks and enforcement mechanisms pose barriers to effective environmental
conservation. In waste management, Somalia grapples with inadequate infrastructure and systems
for waste collection, recycling, and disposal. Major gaps such as lack of proper landfill facilities, which
lead to open dumping and uncontrolled waste accumulation, pose health and environmental risks.
Insufficient awareness and limited community participation further compound the waste
management challenges.

Previous interventions have been undertaken to address these challenges. Efforts have included small
scale reforestation and agroforestry techniques for land restoration, sustainable land management
programmes involving multiple stakeholders, and the establishment of protected natural reserves in
some parts of the country. As part of the long-term national programme the President of the Federal
Republic of Somalia H.E. Dr. Hassan Sh. Mohamud initiated the Green Somalia Initiative and called for
nationwide tree planting campaign to plant 10 million trees across the country in October 2022. On
13th of July, 2023, Somalia officially launched the Great Green Wall Initiative (GGWI) Somalia that
aims to enhance Sustainable Land Management and Restoration Programme, address the critical issue
of land degradation and promote sustainable land management practices. The Great Green Wall
Initiative is a pan-African project aimed at combating desertification and land degradation in the Sahel
region.

However, all the aforementioned initiatives are in preliminary stages and require more work to be
done. Other gaps persist in areas such as policy guidance, legal frameworks, and community
awareness. To respond to these challenges, the current strategic plan proposes several interventions.
These include developing national forestry programme, national forest master plan, national forest
inventories, seed orchards establishment, strengthening land reforestation and afforestation,
sustainable land management initiatives, the creation of protected natural reserves, the development
of a legal framework for environmental conservation, and community awareness programmes on
waste collection, recycling, and landfill practices. These interventions aim to enhance environmental
conservation, increase forest cover, improve water and food security, contribute to climate
adaptation and mitigation, promote sustainable waste management, and create a more resilient and
ecologically balanced Somalia.
